Effective February 7, 2012, the Minnesota Department of Labor and Industry – Office of Combative Sports began 
assigning the individual bouts that each referee will work.  We realize that trainers/seconds/managers, promoters, 
and others may have preferences for a particular referee however; we cannot permit anyone to make changes to the 
referee assignments or selection of bouts based on their preference. 

We will submit a list of the referees and the specific bouts that we will assign them to prior to the beginning of each 
event.  We will make our sincerest effort to assign the most experienced referee to the title fights and the main 
event.  However, all referees need experience in refereeing a title fight or a main event and we will assign a less 
seasoned referee to referee these bouts when we believe that the referee is capable of handling the assignment of a 
title fight or a main event.
